Rules not specifically
covered in this book will be governed by the current AMA rule
book. Rules and practices that are not specifically covered in
this rule book or in the current AMA rule book will be decided
by the Referee of Course. All Referee decisions are final. For
the purpose of professionalism, the following procedures are
required for ALL participants.

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CHAPTER 1 - PROCEDURES

1. WHEN YOU ARRIVE - In order for sign-in procedures to run
smoothly, the following order should be followed upon your
arrival:.

A. UPON ENTERING THE PIT AREA, you should go DIRECTLY
to the Pit Pass area and obtain pit passes for EVERYONE
in your group that will be entering your pit area. This
includes ALL minor children, regardless of age and special
minor release forms will need to be filled out by parents or
legal guardians of said minors. No vehicles should enter the
Pit Area until EVERYONE in your group has obtained a Pit
Pass. (See Ch.2, Item E)

B. Sign in_ will begin 3 hours before race time and will close 1
hour before race time. It is advisable that you show up as
early as possible to facilitate the expediency of sign-in
procedures

C. Each participant _must be a current AMA member.  If you fail
to bring proof of membership, you will be required to join
again before competing.

D. All participants will need to be current NFTRA members by
paying annual dues or a minimum one-day membership.

E. Upon completion of the above, you may go to the sign-up
window and enter the classes you will be competing in.

F. All machines must pass technical inspection befo re
entering the track for practice or competition. Tech
Inspection must be completed at least 15 minutes pr  ior to
Riders Meeting!

G. No non-licensed motor vehicles of any kind aret o be
operated at any event until waivers are signed and pit
passes are obtained!

2. PITETIQUETTE

A. At many events, available space in the pits is limited. In some
cases, tow vehicles may need to be removed from the pit area
to accommodate all riders. Please attempt to use the
minimum allowable space required for your equipment.

B. Itis imperative that for the safety of everyone, as well as the
professional appearance of NFTRA events that pit areas
should be kept neat and organized. Loose items should be
secured and flammable/hazardous materials must be stored in
approved containers at all times.

C. The improper disposal of fuel/lubricants/solvents or other
hazardous materials is not allowed. Containers for waste
materials are the responsibility of each participant.

C. Any rider that changes machines i.e. rides a differ  ent bike
than the qualified machine will start from the pena Ity line.
The rider MUST notify Race Director that he has changed
machines. Failure to do so may result in disqualification.

D. A motorcycle (or machine) is qualified when it receives its first
green flag drop for the days competition. Any race stopped
with two laps or less completed will require a complete restart
in the original positions. Qualified machines may not leave
the racing surface in the event of a restart. Doing so will
be grounds for disqualification!

E. Allriders starting an event must complete the first lap or the
event may be restarted.

SINGLE FILE RESTART PROCEDURE :

A. An event stopped by the referee before 60% of the race is
complete may be restarted in single file order in the order of
position on the lap preceding the one during which they were
red flagged. Regardless of the number of laps left, all restarts
will have a minimum of four laps.

B. The flagman will stand in front and to the side of the lead rider
in full view of the rest of the field. To signal riders to get ready,
the flagman will raise the green flag in his right hand. When
the flagman feels all riders are ready, he will slowly point the
flag at the lead rider. It is then the leader’s responsibility, within
the next 5 seconds, to start the race. As soon as the leader
starts, the flagman will wave the green flag. The leader starts
the race, not the Flagman. If anyone starts before the leader,
the start will be red flagged and the offending rider(s) will be
moved to the last position(s).

C. If, in the referees opinion, it is necessary to stop an event after
at least 60 percent of the total distance has been covered, the
race may be considered completed. Riders will be scored
according to their position on the lap preceding the one during
which they were red flagged.

D. Under no circumstances may anyone ride a machine in the
wrong direction on the track. For this offense, the referee may
suspend a rider for the event, for the entire meet or
permanently.

E. The penalty for purposely cutting off another rider can be
disqualification.

F. A competitor who rides in a way that endangers officials,
other riders or the public may be subject to immediate
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COOL DOWN LAP

If it is determined that riders waiting at the starting line should be
released for one cool down lap, the flagman will hold up one finger-
signifying one lap and waive the riders to take a lap. A cool down lap
means riders should proceed cautiously around the track and return to
the starting line to be lined up.

Additional laps -if the flagman indicates that the riders should take two
or more laps, then all riders must continue through turn one on the final
lap, then cautiously return to the starting line for line-up. Final lap will
be indicated with a checkered flag.

5. PRACTICE
Under ideal circumstances, practice should start approximately one
hour before the posted race time. We will attempt to continue
practice until 15 minutes before race time, however, circumstances
beyond our control, i.e. weather, track preparation, etc. can
sometimes shorten the amount of time allowed for the practice
session. In the event that practice runs short, we will attempt to
give every rider at least two practice sessions. Extended practice
may not be allowed for persons who have already received two
practice sessions or simply missed their sessions. A numbered
practice sticker must be affixed to the top right corner of the front
number plate before entering the track for practice. A
corresponding number posted at the track entrance will denote
whose practice session is under way. You may only practice when
it is your scheduled practice time and the Pit Steward has allowed
you to enter the track.

ATTEMPTING TO ENTER THE TRACK FOR PRACTICE WHEN
IT IS NOT YOUR DESIGNATED PRACTICE TIME WILL RESULT
IN YOUR FORFIETURE OF PRACTICE SESSIONS.

Riders entering or leaving the pits must ride in the designated
entrance and exit lanes and failure to do so may result in
disqualification.

6. RACE PROCEDURE
When applicable, at the posted race starting time, it is the
responsibility of ALL participants , wearing their leathers, to bring
their racing machine to the front straight away and line up facing
the crowd for the pre-race prayer and/or playing of the National
Anthem. Please remove your helmets or hats and refrain from
talking. Under no circumstances is any motor vehicle to be ridden
or running during the opening ceremonies.

7. PAYOUT AND POINTS




10% of all entry fees will be set aside at each NFTRA event as a

contribution to the year end points fund. These monies will be

used to purchase awards and as payback for the winners of the

series. A rider must have competed _in a minimum of five

events to be eligible for series championship.

A. TROPHY CLASSES —will pay trophies for a minimum of 3
places.

B. VINTAGE MONEY CLASS —will pay back 12 places. Less than
12 riders and the payout rolls over.

C. MODERN MONEY CLASS - will pay 50% back. In the event of
an odd number of racers, it will pay 1 position past 50%.

8. RAINED OUT EVENTS

An event is considered complete if 50% of the event has been run,
based on the scheduled starting time. In the event of a program
being stopped or canceled before completion, the following will
apply:

A. If the event is stopped before you have run your heat race, your
entry fee will be refunded. 5 tow points will be awarded up to a
maximum of 5 times per season.

B. If you have completed your heat race, points, prize monies or
trophies will be awarded as to that finish.

C. In the event of multiple heats in one class, the first and second
place monies will be added together and split between the two
first place finishes and so on through 50% of the participants.

own judgment in the selection of any helmet and apparel for durability
and safety.

A. A helmet must be worn at all times when riding. All helmets
must be full coverage or full-face models. Helmets must be
certified by the manufacturer and have a sticker affixed stating
it meets or exceeds DOT Standard 2000, Snell M2000 or
higher approved certifications and must have suitable
shatterproof eye protection.

B. Protective pants and jackets made of leather or other durable
material must be worn in all competition.

C. Boots must be worn in all meets. Adult boots must be at least
eight inches high with either laces, buckles or zippers, or
specially designed and constructed for leg and foot protection.

D. A steel skid shoe may be worn. It must have a curved front
that extends at least two inches over the toe of the boot.

CHAPTER 3 - MEETS
1. RACE RULES

A. Arider must be ready when called to the starting area and
must show up at the starting line. Once he has attempted, but
is unable to start the event, he is allowed two minutes to
make minor repairs and/or be ready to race. Afterward, if he is
still not ready, he is excluded from the event. If a rider misses
his heat race, he can still be advanced to the next event as if
he finished last in the heat or semi. It is the rider’s
responsibility to notify the Race Director if he failed to make his
heat race but intends to compete in a semi or main event.

B. Line up — Each machine is allowed 1 meter (3.2 feet) of
space on the line. If one or more riders fail to report for the
start, their positions will be filled, however, once a rider has
reported to his starting position but is unable to compete, that
starting position will not be filled.

C. Jumping - Two starting lines, 2 ft. apart, are plainly marked
for each row. Any rider whose front wheel touches the front
line before the start of the race will be moved to the penalty
line or one row back. That rider’s previous starting position will
not be filled.

2. STARTING METHODS FOR DIRT TRACK, SHORT

TRACK:
A. Starting line position in the heat races will be determined
by a numbered drawing at sign in. The rider drawing the
lowest number will get first choice and so on.
B. The riders who earn main event front row starting positions
will select their positions on the line one at a time, beginning
with the pole position rider. Riders who fail to line up and report
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All fuel must be stored in approved containers.

Vehicles with fuel leaks will NOT be allowed to compete.
Fuel tank vents must be routed into a catch can device.
Nitrous oxide injection PROHIBITED!

. Fuel injection allowed only when OEM equipped.

M. Number Plates

1. All motorcycles (with exception of Peewee and
minicycles) should have one white number plate clearly
displayed on each side of the motorcycle and one on the
front with a minimum height of 7 1/8” and minimum width
of 10 1/4” and a maximum of 10" high by 12" wide.
Corners should have a minimum 1” radius.

2. Numbers must be black (except Pro Sport) and at least 5”
high 1” stroke standard block letters and should not be
shaded or outlined.

3. The front number plate may have an additional 2” at the

top (12 x 12 maximum) for sponsor or association logo.

6. MOTORCYCLE EQUIPMENT INSPECTION
A. The referee has the authority to disqualify any motorcycle that
does not conform to the rules, and he/she may inspect any part
of a motorcycle entered in an AMA sanctioned meet. A
machine that passes a pre-race inspection is subject to further
inspection or protest at any time during or after the racing
program.
B. Arrider who refuses to allow his machine or engine to be
inspected or to prepare his motor for measurement is
automatically disqualified from the meet.
7. TEAR DOWN
Tear down fees for all NFTRA events will be as follows:

$100 — for all two strokes

$200 - for all four strokes

$400 - for all twins
For protests filed before the last day of a multi-day event, the tear down
procedure and inspection may not be performed until after the final
day’'s event. No points or money will be awarded and the motorcycle
may be impounded or sealed until the inspection has been completed.
Protests MUST BE made separately (one for each violation) and in
writing, signed by the protesting rider of the same class. Each protest
must specify the violation(s) of specific rules or procedures alleged and
must be filed with the appropriate fees to the referee of course within
30 minutes of that class having been completed.
8. COMPETITION APPAREL
It is the sole responsibility of the rider to select a helmet and apparel
which will provide appropriate protection. The rider must rely on his
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CHAPTER 2 - RIDERS AND ELIGIBILITY
1. GENERAL

A. All riders participating in NFTRA events must be both current
NFTRA and AMA members.

B. No rider under the legal age of majority in the state in which
the meet takes place may compete without the written consent
(signature on liability releases and entry forms) of his/her
parents or legal guardians. His/her parent(s) or legal guardian
must be present for the entire meet.

C. Anyone in the pit area, to include: all race personnel, officials,
riders, mechanics or anyone associated with riders, must not
consume or be under the influence of intoxicants or drugs that
could affect their normal mental or physical ability.

D. Riders and/or family and pit crew who direct foul and abusive
language or personal assault to an official of the sponsoring
club, promoter, or district official or other participant, are
subject to disqualification for either the entire meet or

permanently.
E. Riders and/or family and/or Pit Crew attempting to enter or
participate in any event that knowingly or willingl y avoid

payment of fees or completion of forms will be
disqualified and/or removed from the event or suspe nded
permanently.

F. Each rider is responsible for the actions of his family and pit
crew. Any unnecessary trouble caused by these individuals
puts that rider at risk of disqualification.

G. All entry blanks must be signed in ink by contestants and/or by
parent/legal guardian where applicable.

H. Regardless of a motorcycle passing prior inspections,
compliance with all applicable equipment rules must be made
at all inspections.

I.  Any motorcycle found to be in violation of equipment rules may
be assumed to have been in violation for the entire race meet.
In permitting a motorcycle to practice and/or compete, race
officials do not warrant that motorcycle’s adherence with the
applicable rules. Riders are responsible for any violation of
equipment rules involving their motorcycle.

J. Intentional or blatant rough riding, unsportsmanlike behavior,
or riders exhibiting out of control or dangerous behavior, may
be subject to disqualification from that race, the entire meet or
an entire season, based on the opinions of the NFTRA Staff or
track officials.

2. VINTAGE RIDERS
Minimum age for Vintage riders is 30 years of age as of the date of
competition.

MOTORCYCLE ELIGIBILITY
Motorcycles manufactured after the 1975 production year will be
required to run in Modern classes. (Except where noted below).

VINTAGE MOTORCYCLES

A. Motorcycles manufactured 1975 or earlier (and all 500
Yamaha 4 stroke singles) are eligible. Two valves per cylinder
maximum (350 Honda side and center ports and
Westlake/Norish Triumph allowed), one carburetor per cylinder
normally aspirated.

B. XR750 Harley Davidson'’s eligible for competition must be J3
case number 1983 or older. No D-port heads.

C. No twingles, no altered crank timing or firing order is allowed in
vintage competition.

D. Vintage 125-375 Trophy Class — Minimum age requirements
per AMA rules. Available to motorcycles produced 1979 and
earlier. Must have functioning twin shock design, 35mm fork
maximum diameter, WM3 maximum rim width or limited tire
size. See Chapter 2, 5H.

EQUIPMENT

All machines must pass technical inspection before entering the

track for practice or competition. Tech Inspection must be

completed at least 15 minutes prior to Riders Meeting.

A. All motorcycles must be equipped with a functional
mechanical kill device (such as a compression release) or
ignition cut-off switch mounted on the handlebar and able to be
reached without taking ones hand from a handgrip.

B. Drain Plugs — On all machines, crankcase and transmission
drain plugs must be safety wired. This includes fork drain
plugs.

C. Frames
1. No single shock frame may compete in any vintage

classes.
2. Only dual shock frames that were available as of 1975
(authentic replicas acceptable, NO ultra-lights) allowed.
3. No side or center stands allowed.

D. Footrests

1. All foot rests must fold back at a 45-degree angle for at
least 50 degrees of movement.

2. Foot rests must have a non-skid surface (knurled,
serrated, rubber covered, etc.)

3. The length of the foot rest pivot point to the frame, engine
or transmission must not exceed two inches and may not
be lower than the crankcase or frame, whichever is lower.

. Handlebars and Control Levers

Control levers must have ball ends at least one-half inch
in diameter.

. Forks

1. If forks are moved up in the triple clamps and protrude
more than one inch (including air stem, if so equipped)
above the lowest portion of the handlebars, then a
protection device must be fitted over them.

2. 35mm diameter maximum or smaller, period style forks are
acceptable for Vintage competition. Upside down forks
are NOT allowed for Vintage machines.

. Exhaust System

The discharge end of an exhaust system may not extend past
the rear edge of the back tire, nor point so that it creates dust
or interferes with the vision of another rider.

. Wheels

18" or 19" WM3 (2.15) or narrower may run any approved dirt
track tire in Vintage competition. Wider rims may be used but
the maximum allowable tire size will be 27.0 x 7.0 or
equivalent. — Aluminum wheel axles are prohibited in all AMA
competition. Cotter pins or locking nuts are required when
applicable.
Tires
1. Traditional dirt track style tires (Goodyear, Carlisle, Dunlop,
Pirelli and Maxis) are acceptable for all Vintage machines.
2. Knobby tires will be allowed in all classes except Pro Sport.
We strongly recommend that you DO NOT
use Knobby tires. A DOT style tire may be an affordable
and suitable alternative.
3. No liquid may be used as a primary tire filler.
Brakes
All motorcycles must have a functioning rear brake. Front
brakes are NOT allowed. If your motorcycle has a front brake,
it must be disconnected, rendering it unusable.

. Triple Clamps

After market billet triple clamps are acceptable and adjustable

triple clamps are legal for competition on any vintage machine.

Aluminum steering stems are prohibited unless OEM.

Fuel

1. Fuel must consist of gasoline that is defined as a
petroleum based fuel.

2. Additives for lubrication or octane are acceptable. The use
of any non-petroleum fuel is prohibited and will result in a
rider’s suspension or disqualification.
